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· What does screening involve? 
Takes less than 5 minutes! Screening involves a ‘dry blood spot test’ – the tip of a finger is pricked & small drops of blood are squeezed out onto paper (*no needles are used)
· What does it test for?
It tests for HIV, Hepatitis B & C. 
· When & how will I get the results?
You will be asked some personal information such as name, date of birth & phone number so the results can be given over the phone or in a letter. Results usually take around 3 weeks.
· What if I test positive? 
You will be invited in to speak to Mags, the Community Hepatitis Nurse who will offer advice & support you to access the treatments available. 
· How do I access a test? 
Ask at reception to speak to Mags today or book in an appointment with your care co-ordinator. 
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
